Reading, knowledge, travelling — experiencing and enjoying: As the successor to the
ITB BookAwards (2002—2024), the International Travel BookAward is presented in 16
categories by an independent and expert jury from academia, the media and the book
trade exclusively to publications edited by publishers, primarily in German or in
translation. Titles are honoured that draw attention to the beauty of the earth and help
to understand countries, people and cultures from a socio-cultural perspective such
as history, economy, environment, politics and society.

The Destinations Awards 2025 are dedicated to the destinations Peru (South America),
Vietnam (South East Asia), Austria (Central Europe) and the German Black Forest travel
region. In the ‘Alice’ category, a children's and young adult book with a travel theme in the
world of fantasy will be honoured. A ‘Peace Alice’ will also be awarded. Author Matthias
Kréner, this year's award winner, comments: "In addition to an exciting and funny plot, | am
concerned with the fact that we can only find a solution to complicated life situations
together. We must succeed in overcoming the rifts within and between us in order to create
and preserve peace."

Authors receive a trophy and a
certificate, publishers are honoured with a certificate. The trademark-protected award label
can be used freely for advertising, press and PR purposes.
